But then I thought, Peta tracks!  Surely she’ll block that big Q-play before bingoing.  And maybe with the 6m placement she’ll challenge the OSPD5 PHO.  So that’s how I played it.
And Peta played 10a OUTLAiN.

With the PM, I realized that if Peta blocks the n1 QI play – then I can block her last bingo lane.  And still win.

Had I challenged, it would have given me a chance to swap tiles and start afresh.  Instead, I started with a bingo deficit.  Followed shortly by my wrongful challenge of his good AdIOSES bingo play (which only became a noun with OSPD5).
Not much more of significance to report, aside from AbIOSES (=absence of life) has been around a long time.
